BILLS DESIGNED TO PROTECT WILDLIFE,
FARMS AND FORESTS

Farmers are being fnancially crippled by crop
damage, while our woodlands are being decimated
by the deer herd, and the legacy of hunting is waning.
These bills are a collaborative efort with many
organizations to revive hunting, while also being
stewards of our wildlife and natural resources.

H.B. 2106 — Permit Sunday hunting through June
30, 2029. Sunday hunting would NOT be permitted
in any of the 100 state parks that are normally open
to hunting. It also would increase the penalties for
hunting on private land without permission.

H.B. 2107 — Connect farmers to licensed hunters
to manage deer populations on their property. The
Pennsylvania Game Commission would create an
online registry that farmers could access.

H.B. 2108 — Require at least one member of the
Pennsylvania Board of Game Commissioners to have
experience in the agriculture industry. This would put
a person knowledgeable in wildlife management on
the board.

With
more sealants that are safer, we should eliminate
the sealants that are toxic to the health

of Pennsylvanians.



MAKING MENTAL HEALTH A PRIORITY

H.B. 1665 — The School Counseling Services Act
would require schools to implement comprehensive
counseling services that provide support to all students,
and direct school counselors to spend at least 80% of
their time providing student services.

ALLEGHENY SHORES PROJECT MOVING FORWARD

Things are happening for the Allegheny
Shores project that stretches from the
Allegheny RiverTrail Park in Aspinwall
to 13th Street in Sharpsburg.

The project recently received
nearly $35 million in combined
federal/state funding.

More than 50 acres will be revitalized
along the Allegheny River that has
been historically separated from the
community by a rail corridor for nearly

100 years. Major improvements in this project.

transportation access and mobility,
enhancement of regional trail networks
and revitalization of the waterfront will
help connect residents with the river e
and breathe new life into the area.

STUDYING THE
MARCELLUS SHALE IMPACT FEE

Pennsylvania imposes an impact fee on drilling in the
Marcellus Shale, but other states collect severance
taxes. Which one is fairer to the state and to the
company? That's what this resolution will fnd out.

H.R. 131 — The Legislative Budget and Finance
Committee will study and compare impact fees and
severance taxes in the top fve gas-producing states
and examine the competitive business climate for the
industry in those states.

UNEMPLOYMENT FOR STRIKERS

Undertaking a strike is a serious decision; it's not made
lightly and usually happens after negotiations have
reached an impasse. This bill would:

H.B. 1481 — Provide fnancial relief for striking workers
by permitting them to qualify for unemployment
compensation benefts.

INSURANCE COVERAGE FOR BP MONITORS

Hypertension and related disorders are a leading
cause of maternal, neonatal and fetal health
complications and death. Early identifcation and
intervention is critical to the health of the mother
and baby. Remote blood pressure monitoring is a
reliable, efective strategy in getting control of the
mother’s blood pressure and avoiding costly and
preventable complications.

H.B. 2138 — Require insurance coverage for home
blood pressure monitors for pregnant women.
