	 Plan to enroll/return in full-time undergraduate study at an 
accredited two- or four-year college or university in Pennsylvania 
for the entire upcoming academic year

	 Attend the scholarship award mock check presentation

	 Demonstrate leadership by participation in school and 
community activities

	 Complete application

Only the first 250 applications submitted will be 
considered. (Applications received in excess of 
250 will not be processed or notified.)

Incomplete applications will not be evaluated.  
All information received is considered confidential 
and is reviewed only by the Pennsylvania 
Legislative Black Caucus’ Scholarship Committee 
and its direct staff complement.
